PASSES AWAY IN EIGHTEENTH
YEAR—BODY WiLL BE
BROUGHT HERE FOR INTER-
MENT.

3Ir. Elisha N. Warfield, brother of Mr,
Wilkam Warfield, of this city, died of
paralysis at bis home pear Anchorage,
mn the suburbs of Louisville, after an

illess of two weeks, He was fo Lis'
eichtieth year. The body will el
brought to this city where the funeral
will be held Monday. H

Mr. Warfield was born in Lexington'
in 1823, Kis father was Benjamin War-
fleld, 2 distingmshed Presbyterian’
mnisler, who was a descendant of
Niciolas Greensnay, Colonial uovernor
of Marylard. The deceased was edu-
cated at Centre College. His marriage
lo Miss EFzabeth Hay Brand, was cel-
-broted io 1846. She was a daughter ol
Rev. tlorace Holly, and died some ten
years ago. !

Shorlly prior to tbe war he moved
lo Missoun, whence he went to make
his home at Jacksemllle, 111, where he
reraimed until after the war. In 1566
he reiurned lo Lexinston and eatered
mte a law partoership with the elder
Judge George Blackburn Kinkead. After
e1ght years' praclice he remoed to
Louisville, nhere he served as o1l in-
spector until 1844 1I's next move was
to Anchorage, where he purchased a
farm and spent the remander of his
d;

ays.
\Ir. Warfield is survived by his hroth-
er, Mr. Willlam Warfleld, of this city,
and by two daughters, Mrs. R. M. Kelly,
Sr., of Louisville and Mlss S. S. Warfield
who hived with him at Anchorage; and
by three szrard-daughiers, Jisses
Mary W., Mary Anderson and Lida
Cochran Kelly, and by three grand-
gons, R. M. Kelly, of the firm of Darls,
Kelly & Co, of Louisiille, Lieut. Hugh
M. Kelly, now in lhe Philippines, anl
E. W. Keliy, with the Evening Post of
New Yark.

The burial will take place in the Lex-
ington ccmetery tomorrow on the ar-
rival of the 10:50 a. m. L. & N. train.
